The National Library of
Medicine believes they do,
and it has created a Web

site aimed at the special needs of the
inhabitants of the Arctic.
ArcticHealth, as it is called, provides
access to evaluated health
information from hundreds of local,
state, national, and international
agencies, as well as from profes-
sional societies and universities. The

new site has sections devoted to
chronic diseases, behavioral issues,
traditional medicine, environment/
pollution, and environmental justice.

Having created the site, the National
Library of Medicine plans to work
with the Regional Medical Library at
the University of Washington in
Seattle to have ArcticHealth hosted
and maintained by a university

already working with issues
important to the Arctic region.
UAA has been selected as that
University, begin-
ning Jan. 2, 2002.
